GS.R. 3.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
Section 21, read with clause (a) of Section 3 and clauses
(b), (c) and (e) of sub-section (1) of Section 4 of the
Lighthouse Act, 1927 (17 of 1927), the Central Government
afier consultation with Central Advisory Committee, hercby
makes the following rules further to amend the Lighthouse
Accounting and Financial Powers Rules, 1995, namely .—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Lighthouse
Accounting and Financial Powers (Amendment)
Rules, 2010.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Lighthouse Accounting and Financial
Powers Rules, 1995 (hereinafter referred to as the said
rules), in rule 2, clauses (), (g), (i) and (j) shall be omitted.

3, Inthesaid rules, inrule 3,—

@) for clause (a), the following clause shall be the
substituted, namely :—

“(a) The Government of India in the Ministry of
Shipping shall be the Controlling Authority of
management and control of all General
Lighthouses as specified in Schedule-1.”;

(i)in clause (e), at Sl No. (d) 5, for the word
“Kakinada”, the word ““Visakhapamam” shall be
substituted;

(iiif) in clause (€), for the Note, the following Note
shall be substituted, namely —

*‘Note : Each Lighthouse district shall be under the
charge and control of a Director, who shall be
responsible to the Director - General for the general
administration of Lighthouses, in his district.”

4, In the said rules, in rule 40, in sub-rule (2), for the
words “fifty thousand”, the words “five lakh” shall be
substituted.

5. Inthe said rules, in Schedule-1, for item (a) List of
