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Draft Rules

1. Short Title and Commencement

(1) These rules may be called Marine Aids to Navigation (Training and Certification) Rules, 2021.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette, appoint; and
different dates appointed for different provisions of this rule and any reference in any such provision
to the commencement of this rule shall be construed as a reference to the coming into force of that
provision.

“Accredited Training Organisation (ATO)” means an organisation that the Directorate General
grants recognition to, for demonstrated ability to meet predetermined criteria for established
standards.

“Act” means the Marine Aids to Navigation Act, 2021 (20 of 2021).

“Approved AtoN Training Course “means a course of study in Aids to Navigation that has
successfully completed the quality assurance process under which a training course is assessed to
ensure that the standards circulated by the Directorate General are met.

“Aid to Navigation (AtoN)” means a device, system or service, including vessel traffic service,
external to vessels, designed and operated to enhance safe and efficient navigation of individual
vessels and vessel traffic.

“AtoN Personnel” means persons trained in Aids to Navigation matters and holding appropriate
qualifications issued by, or on behalf of the Directorate General.

“Circular” means the circulars issued in relation to the operation, maintenance, training and
certification, auditing of Aids to Navigation.

“Directorate General” means Directorate General of Marine Aids to Navigation.
“Director General” means Director General of Aids to Navigation.

“IALA” means International Association of Marine Aids to Navigation and Lighthouse
Authorities.

“IALA Guidelines / Recommendations” means the guidelines / recommendations issued by
IALA and wherever references of specific guidelines / recommendations has been made, the
amended or superseded version shall apply.

“Level 1 Training” means Training given at an Accredited Training Organisation to the standards
described in Model Course L1.1 for personnel having managerial functions.

“Level 2 Training” means training given at an Accredited Training Organisation to the standards
described in Model Course L 2.0 for personnel having technical functions.

“local authority” means a State Government or other person having superintendence and
management over a local aid to navigation;

“Marine Navigation Training Institute (MNTI)” means the training institute defined under Rule
4,

“On the Job Training (OJT)’means training and familiarization at an Aids to Navigation
workplace at which the person will be employed and includes training on the AtoN services
provided, the facilities and equipment used as well as the local geography and appropriate
regulations and other procedures.

“personnel” means such person seeking to receive training at an Accredited Training
Organisation in accordance with these rules.

“Simulator training” means the simulation of operational events, practices and procedures to
instruct trainees and assess their ability to demonstrate their levels of competence.

“V-103 VTS Operator Training” means training given at an Accredited Training Organisation to
the standards described in IALA Model Courses V-103.

(19) “VTS personnel” means persons qualified in accordance with IALA Guidelines/
Recommendations and deployed as VTS Operator or VTS Supervisor or VTS Manager, to
perform tasks contributing to the operation of vessel traffic services.

Training for Marine Aids to Navigation

(1) The Central Government shall train personnel to be deployed at AtoN and VTS Centres, for
effective operation of services by way of formulating relevant training courses in compliance with,
IALA Recommendation R0141 (E-141) - Training and Certification of Aids to Navigation personnel
and IALA Recommendation V-103 ‘Recommendation on Standards for Training and Certification
of VTS Personnel’ and other international best practices.

(2) The personnel successfully trained in accordance with sub-rule (1) shall be granted certificates by
the concerned ATO as per Rule 8.

(3) The personnel trained and certified under sub-rule (1) and (2) shall be deployed for operation and
maintenance of AtoN stations including VTS Centres.

(4) The Central Government shall appoint the Director General of Aids to Navigation as the authority
for all the matters pertaining to training and certification of personnel on Marine Aids to Navigation
and Vessel Traffic Services.

(5) The training for Marine Aids to Navigation and subsequent certification shall be conducted through
Marine Navigation Training Institute (MNTI)or any other Accredited Training Organization (ATO).

Marine Navigation Training Institute

(1) Marine Navigation Training Institute, Kolkata, an internationally recognized ATO, established and
accredited by the Directorate General, shall impart operational and technical training to the
personnel in accordance with sub-rule (1) of Rule 3.

(2) The local authority may deploy their personnel for AtoN and VTS Training at MNTI as under sub-
rule (3) of Rule 3.

(3) MNTI may also impart in-house developed training courses on the matters of maintenance and
management of AtoN stations including VTS Centres.

(4) The MNTI shall organize On the Job Training (OJT) to the AtoN personnel at the select operational
AtoN station based on the type of AtoN System on which the training is to be imparted.

(5) The MNTI shall be equipped with VTS Simulator facilities for imparting VTS training courses.

(6) MNTI may establish satellite campuses at other geographical locations depending on the future
training needs with the prior approval of the Central Government.

(7) The Directorate General shall deploy appropriate humber of faculty at MNTI for AtoN and VTS
training who have satisfactorily completed pertinent instructor training, prior to undertaking training
responsibilities.

Provided that where the need for outsourcing of faculty arises, the Director General of Aids to
Navigation shall issue a clear documented procedure for engaging such faculty in consultation with
Central Government.

The minimum qualification criteria for receiving training as AtoN and VTS Personnel shall be specified in
the circulars issued by the Director General, issued from time to time, as per prevalent global technical
practices in operation and management of aid to navigation.

Training courses administered by the Directorate General shall include the following:

(1) 1ALA model courses adapted to such requirements as the Directorate General may deem fit,
including but not limited to:

(a) L1.1LevellAtoNManagerTraining;

(b) L2.0 Level 2 AtoN Technician Training;

(c) V-103: VTS Personnel Training
(i) VTS Operator training (V-103/1);
(i) VTS Supervisor training (V-103/2);
(iii) VTS On-the-Job training (V-103/3);

(iv) VTS On-the-Job Instructor (V-103/4);
(v) Revalidation process for VTS Qualifications and Certification (V-103/5).

(2) Structured training courses or such other form of training as may be deemed fit, in order to improve
the skills of AtoN and VTS personnel deployed either at AtoN Stations including VTS Centre or
such other person(s) engaged with administration or management of AtoN.

Approval of Training Courses

(1) The ATOs seeking approval of model training courses as per rule 6 which are proposed to be
conducted at the ATO, shall apply to the Directorate General in the form prescribed by the Director
General of Aids to Navigation through circulars issued from time to time.

(2) The Central Government and the Directorate General shall, conduct appropriate inspection with
regard to compliance of the model training courses for which approval has been sought under sub-
rule (2).

(3) An approval for each model training course shall be granted by the Director General of Aids to
Navigation pursuant to satisfaction with regard to inspection conducted under sub-rule (2),for a
period of five years and a Certificate of Approval’ for each such course shall be issued in the format
specified inForm2.

(4) A copy of such ‘Certificate of Approval’ shall be dispatched to the IALA Secretariat for their record
and dissemination.

(5) The Director General may carry out an audit at appropriate intervals for ensuring continuation of
compliance by the ATO. These audits shall include:

(@) Training Management System (including instructors, simulators and VTS/AtoN training
facilities);

(b) Training course documentation;
(c) Maintenance of records;

(d) Course presentation assessment
(e) Simulator training.

(6) In case of non-conformity of compliance in respect of a particular course by the ATO discovered
during an audit, the approval to the same shall be deemed suspended until correction of non-
conformity.

Certification

(1) The concerned ATO shall issue certificates being ‘Certificate of Training’ to personnel successfully
trained in accordance with sub-rule (2) of Rule 3, in the format specified in Form 1.

(2) Each certificate issued under sub-rule (1) shall be endorsed with the logo of IALA.

Provided that such endorsement shall be permitted pursuant to the execution of a Memorandum of
Understanding between the Directorate General and IALA.

(3) Where suitable reciprocal arrangements apply, the Director General of Aids to Navigation may
recognize an AtoN certificate issued by a national member of IALA of other country provided that
the certificate has been issued in accordance with IALA Recommendation.

Issue of VTS Log Book

(1) The Director General of Aids to Navigation shall issue a VTS log book to ATOs for maintaining a
record of trainings and work experiences of VTS personnel.

(2) Fresh VTS log books shall be issued by Directorate General on a written request by ATOs, on
payment of such fee as may be specified through circulars issued by the Directorate General, issued
from time to time, for issuance to the VTS personnel on successful completion of training.

Provided that the respective ATO shall submit a utilisation certificate in respect of previously issued
VTS log books.

(3) The entries pertaining to work experience of VTS personnel shall be made by VTS provider which
shall be endorsed by the Competent Authority for VTS in accordance with Marine Aids to
Navigation (Vessel Traffic Services) Rules, 2021.

AtoN and VTS providers shall provide the details of personnel deployed at respective systems and
status of their training to the Directorate General for working out detailed annual training calendar
and a final calendar shall be circulated to all the AtoN and VTS Providers for compliance.

ATOs shall also provide the details of training carried out at their institute to Directorate General for
update of database.

Directorate General shall maintain a database of AtoN and VTS personnel and their status on
training requirements vis-a-vis completed trainings, based on the AtoN and VTS Centres established
in the country and inputs provided under sub-rule (1) and (2).

Directorate General through specific circulars shall advise ATOs to maintain records of important
activities related to training and certification carried out by them.

The expenses shall be governed by Marine Aids to Navigation (Accounting and Financial
Power)Rules,2021.

The Directorate General shall issue circulars related to certification and training of AtoN personnel
from time to time.

Advisories shall be issued to ATOs for storage of training material to preclude damage or
deterioration.

Directorate General may enter into the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with any Indian
organization, international organization or otherwise, engaged in imparting specialized training
courses, for enabling its AtoN personnel to enhance their skill and achieve global exposure.

Any training documentation including certificates issued under these Rules, as specified by the
Directorate General, shall be endorsed with the IALA logo.
